2009 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM – YEAR XXXV
SECOND PUBLIC HEARING - FEBRUARY 12, 2009
Minutes of the Second Public Hearing of the 2009 Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG) – Year XXXV conducted by the Mayor and Board of Trustees in the Village of Calumet Park, Cook County, Illinois held the 12th day of February 2009, in the Council Room of the Buster B. Porch Municipal Complex, 12409 South Throop Street, Calumet Park, Illinois.

Mayor DuPar called the Hearing to order at 7:30 p.m.

In attendance:  Mayor DuPar, Clerk Galvin, Trustee Laskey, Trustee Turner, Trustee Wiggins, Trustee Denson.
Also in Attendance: Rudy Visser, CDBG Consultant on proposed 2009 application to Cook County Community Development Block Grant Program, and many citizens.

Mayor DuPar asked Mr. Rudy Visser, CDBG Consultant to address the Board and give a report on the 2009 Application to the CDBG Program. 

Mr. Visser stated CDBG is funded from the County and the funds come from HUD.  The program has been around for about 30 years and the Village has been in it for about that long.  These are funds that are used by the Village to make improvements throughout the Community.  The last 10 years or so the Village has chosen to make street improvements, streets resurfacing in needed areas of the Village that are eligible.  We had a meeting January 22 to discuss the projects which we would like to have in the 2009 Application to Cook County.  The Applications are due February 20, 2009.  Mayor DuPar, Engineer Ron Smith of Robinson Engineering got together and they have selected streets as indicated on page 1 of this year’s application.  Costs estimates exceed the $300,000 we are allowed but we put them on the list to show we do have a need for more than what we have been getting from the County.  Whatever monies we get, we fix what we can do and then put the streets on for next year to put on the following year’s application.  It is typically what we do each year.  These streets are all located on the west end of the application.  
The purpose of this hearing is to discuss the projects during the first public hearing which will be indicated on the 2009 CDBG Application.  During this hearing the Village aims to seek input from the board and interested citizens on the projects identified.  There are approximately 30 suburbs applying for these funds so there is a lot of competition.  The Village has been involved since 1978.  Projects for which the Village is seeking funding this year can only be 2 projects and cannot exceed a total of $300,000 for all projects listed.  Since no second project has been funded in many past years it was decided to include all streets in 5 phases.  Depending on the grant amount the Village will receive, only a portion of the streets will be improved with remaining streets to be listed on the following year’s application if necessary.

The project for which the Village is seeking funds this year consists of street resurfacing and are based on a list of

The 2009 Application for CDBG projects is due at Cook County on Friday, February 20, 2009.  As part of the application the Village needs to include certified copies of the minutes of both public hearings and of the newspaper “notices” and a certified copy of the resolution and a copy of the single latest audit performed by the Village’s CPA firm.  The Village prepared the resolution listing the projects and the amount of CDBG funds requested.  This resolution must be presented and voted on at the board meeting following the second public hearing on February 12, 2009.  We need a certified copy of resolution which was prepared for the board meeting which is following this hearing indicating the streets and the dollar amounts.  This is the second of two public hearings that are required as part of the process of applying for funds.  
The 2009 CDBG Application package should be delivered or sent to:  Maurice S. Jones, Director, Cook County Department of Planning and Development, 69 West Washington Street, Suite 2900, Chicago, IL 60602-3007.

This is 2009 Application will be for 2010.  This Application will be reviewed by Cook County sometime in June or July of this year when they review all these applications from the 30 suburbs and decide who should get what.  At the end of 2009 we will get a letter from Cook County saying “congratulations you received so much money for the following streets”.  Then some time at the end of this year we will get a Letter to Proceed, so the projects won’t be getting started until 2010.  

We are very appreciative for all monies we have received and we have used it very wisely and what the people want.  Over the years the Village has received about $4,000,000.  Mayor DuPar stated without a doubt we would not have been able to do many things without the CDBG grants received. Each street costs about $95,000 to asphalt and there is oil in asphalt which has gone up about 200%.  We do what we can.
Comments
-Trustee Turner questioned the monies over $475,000.

Rudy Visser said they would only maximum amount of $300,000.

-Trustee Wiggins, and the others, were happy to see the West side streets that are eligible being fixed.  

Mayor DuPar said the West side has flooded for many years and we are getting property to have a retention pond to help with the flooding.

-Trustee Denson said Robinson is very good about trying to get the streets that need it the most.  Everything is decided on the amounts given by the Census.   Also to keep in mind how important it is to fill out the census report.  
Mayor DuPar asked for any oral or written comments from the citizens.

Citizen Comments.   There are no written comments from the citizens.

How do you come up with exact amount of money needed?  
CDBG allows only a certain amount, the Village has a matching grant.
Mayor DuPar stated if the streets are not covered by CDBG grants, and expense exceeds amounts, excess monies must be paid for either by motor fuel tax or village funds and voted on beforehand by the Village Board. If not approved or there isn’t enough funds, the streets won’t get done. This year we were able to do more streets because of the sales tax we have in town.
What is the cost of blacktop?

The cost of blacktop is approximately $95,000 for one block.  There are various amounts depending on how good the asphalt is; however, there are requirements from the State performance that must be followed, and that price would be $80,000 to $100,000.
Is there a way that labor work can be given to residents of Calumet Park?

Mayor DuPar stated that one of the things that he  requested to our Engineer that if there is any way, give our residents a chance to work in the Village.
Mayor DuPar asked for a Motion to Adjourn.
