SECOND PUBLIC HEARING - FEBRUARY 11, 2010
Minutes of the Second Public Hearing of the 2010 Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG)–Year XXXVI conducted by the Mayor and Board of Trustees in the Village of Calumet Park, Cook County, Illinois held the 11th day of February 2010, in the Council Room of the Buster B. Porch Municipal Complex, 12409 South Throop Street, Calumet Park, Illinois.

Mayor DuPar called the Hearing to order at 7:30 p.m. and asked Clerk Galvin for a Roll Call:
Trustee Laskey, Trustee Turner, Trustee Wiggins, Trustee Conwell, Trustee Denson, Trustee Carter
Also in Attendance: Rudy Visser, CDBG Consultant on proposed 2010 application to Cook County Community Development Block Grant Program, a few department heads and some citizens.

Mayor DuPar asked Mr. Rudy Visser, CDBG Consultant to address the Board and give a report on the 2010 Application to the CDBG Program. 

The purpose of this hearing is to discuss the projects during the first public hearing which will be indicated on the 2010 CDBG Application.  During this hearing the Village aims to seek input from the board and interested citizens on the projects identified.  The Village will also need to act upon a resolution listing the funds requested for the CDBG application during the board meeting following this public hearing.

The Application for CDBG projects is due at Cook County, Thursday, February 18, 2010 by 4:30 p.m.    Projects for which the Village is seeking funding this year can only be 2 projects and cannot exceed a total of $300,000 for all projects listed.  Since no second project has been funded in many past years it was decided to include all streets in 3 phases under Priority 1.  Cost estimates at $95,000 per street totals $380,000 and exceeds the maximum of $300,000.  Depending on the grant amount the Village will receive, only a portion of the streets will be improved with remaining streets to be listed on the following year’s application if necessary.  Engineer Ron Smith of Robinson Engineering and Supt. Talaski met and selected streets as indicated on page 1 of this year’s application

The 2010 Application for CDBG projects is due at Cook County on Friday, February 18, 2010.  As part of the application the Village needs to include certified copies of the minutes of both public hearings and of the newspaper “notices” and a certified copy of the resolution and a copy of the single latest audit performed by the Village’s CPA firm.  The Village prepared the resolution listing the projects and the amount of CDBG funds requested.  This resolution must be presented and voted on at the board meeting following the second public hearing on February 11, 2010.  We need a certified copy of resolution which was prepared for the board meeting which is following this hearing indicating the streets and the dollar amounts.  This is the second of two public hearings that are required as part of the process of applying for funds.

Streets selected for this years CDBG activity include:  Marshfield from
125th Street to 127th Street, 124th Street from Racine to Morgan Street; 125th Street from Ashland Avenue to Loomis Street and 126th Street from Marshfield to Bishop Street.
